When the Hart Indians smothered Fillmore 25-0 before 4000 screaming fans at the homecoming game the_y climaxed Hart's 
greatest regular season of play. With such stars as Jim Bottoms, John Sheeler, and John Reid leading the way, the Tribe won 
11 straight before losing 14-6 to San Marino. 

In seasonal scoring the Indians racked 3 79 points while allowing only 46 points to be scored. In the league it was 202-12, the 
12 points gained by Nordhoff.
