In case of robbery, we have S250 deductible and coverage for 
replacement of items taken. 

Each person is responsible for their own health insurance; 
members should be asked not to expect coverage if they are hurt. 
Members• insurance coverage is always primary. 

After appraisal, we should get a blanket form with all structures 
on it, and agree (with the insurer) on a figure that is adequate 
coverage. The policy is then written on 90% of that figure.

standing Rules: Carol Rock continued the review of the standing 
Rules begun in October. 

SR #8: To allow the Hart Docents to meet in the station at no coat 
to this organization. (passed 3/84) 

Discussion ensued around an incident where Hart docents sponsored 
a meeting where alcohol was served in violation of the Station's 
rules and regulations. It was agreed that we have no problem with 
the Hart group using the station, but they must be held to the same 
restrictions imposed on all users, paid or unpaid. It was agreed 
that a sentence regarding this requirement be added to the standing 
rule. 

M/S/P that Standing Rule #8 be amended to read: 

"To allow the Hart Docents to meet in the Station at no cost to 
this organization provided they abide by all facility use rules." 

SR #9: That use of the station be denied to second or third parties 
for a profit-making venture. (passed 1/85) 

Discussion centered on events that have brought positive attention 
to the Station such as the Concert In Historic Places, which was 
sponsored by the for-profit DaCamera Society. 

M/S/P that Standing Rule #9 be eliminated. One opposed. 

SR #10: That the Society adopt a fiscal year, 1 July to 30 June. 
(passed 3/85, revised 3/89) 

Discussion revealed that this Standing Rule was established for two 
main reasons: 

- It is easier to get a volunteer tax consultant on this 
schedule; the due dates for taxes are different. 

With elections in January, a new treasurer would be 
overwhelmed; this way they have six months to prepare. 

M/S/P that Standing Rule #10 be left as is. 
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SR #11: That seniors 60 and over be allove4 a membership fee of 
$7.00 per year going into effect January 1, 1986. (passed 6/85) 

Discussion centered on costs and whether $7. 00 is a realistic 
amount to cover membership expenses. It was agreed that a change

Jean is receiving articles from many 
sources and keeping all books current.

Jerry is working on an overall history of the valley book and 
has completed a brochure for Towsley Canyon which has a 
historical section. The museum is added to and refined on an 
ongoing basis and continues to attract community and tourist 
attention. 

oral History - Betty Pember 
We have attempted to get people to participate in the program 
and make recorders avail ab.le when the station is open. Some 
family stories were obtained the day of the Newhall Family 
Reunion. 

Living History - Sandra Forbes 
Bloomer Girls have taken first place awards at both the July 
4th and Frontier Days parades and appeared throughout the 
community at various events such as the Women's Conference and 
Hart's birthday party. Living History characters were a 
colorful part of Olde Towne Days and our educational outreach 
program. 

Library - Chick and Eleanore Kiersted 
These two dedicated volunteers sort through library 
acquisitions and literary donations and make information 
available for local researchers. 

Landmarks - Carol Rock 
The crowning achievement of this year's work in landmarks was 
the inclusion of a historic element in the Open Spaces segment 
of the City of Santa Clarita's general plan, which was adopted 
June 25, 1991. This provided local designation to three 
groups of historic resources, (1) all structures and sites 
already given state and national designation (2) all 
structures in Heritage Junction and (3) 28 structures of 
historic importance in the downtown Newhall area. 

A primary survey is still underway and our relationship with 
Building and Safety continues to be a productive one, with us 
having review privileges on all demolition permits within the 
City. There is also a historic element in the River

In an attempt to improve 
whatever situation might possibly exist and to make sure that 
line of communication were open, we immediately invited 
county officials to attend an informal lunch meeting at the 
station. Unfortunately, only Norm Phillips was able to 
attend. However, we did learn that the County was looking 
for more formalized communication with the Society, 
particularly where major projects were involved. 

From that point, our relations have been open and apparently 
cordial. We submitted our annual report in a timely manner 
and it was accepted as written. It became noticeable, 
however, that the annual report must reflect the conditions 
of the lease document exactly. 

Norm Phillips has been most gracious, helpful and cordial. 
Again it is important to realize that his lines of 
communication with his superiors has become more formalized, 
reflecting the necessity for our communications with the 
County to be equally formal. The Society can no longer just 
drop the word to Norm of our plans. The County wants 
documentation. To my knowledge, written letters have 
accompanyed every request this year. 

Through the efforts of many on the Board, our relationship 
has been well maintained during the past year. To maintain 
and improve this relationship we must be aware of the 
problems of the Park administrators. We must continue to 
communicate, and most important avoid any action or reaction 
on our part to unsubstantiated gossip or idle remarks.

BY-LAWS COMMITTEE REPORT 

1. The By-Laws Committee was asked to review the issue 
of combining the Station Fund with the Endowment Fund. Based upon 
the following, it is the recommendation of the Committee that they 
be combined. 

on January 20, 1986, standing rule #12 established a fund 
for bequests, memorial funds and life memberships. That fund ·is 
currently ref.erred to as the Station Fund. On November 26, 1990, 
standing rule #23 established the Endowment Fund, in accordance 
with Article VII, § 5 of the By-Laws. 

The language in the By-Laws describing the Endowment Fund 
specifically includes 11gifts 11 , 11bequests11 , "life memberships", and 
"memorial funds". · 

In light of the above and the fact that the Society will 
gain an advantage regarding interest earned if the two separate 
funds are combined, the following modification regarding the 
Endowment Fund and the Station Trust Fund is hereby submitted to 
the Board: 

It appears that the Station Fund and the Endowment Fund 
were meant to be and are the same. Therefore, it is recommended 
that STANDING RULE #12 AND #23 BOTH BE DELETED AND THAT THE MONIES 
CURRENTLY IN THE "STATION FUND" BE COMBINED WITH AND INCORPORATED 
INTO THE ENDOWMENT FUND WHICH IS EXPRESSLY PROVIDED FOR IN ARTICLE 
VII, § 5 OF THE CURRENT BYLAWS. 

2. In light of the fact that there was only minimal 
comment/suggestions regarding the issue of the announcement of the 
slate of new directors to the Board, prior to the announcement to 
the general membership, the committed report remains the same as 
last month: 

The second suggestion for review concerned the fact that 
the Nominating Committee (Article II, § 4 A) did not inform the 
Board of the slate of candidates for the Board prior to the 
announcement at the November general membership meeting. After 
much discussion, the By-Laws Committee recommend that if the Board 
believes that this change is necessary, any such modification to 
this by-law be submitted to the General Membership and not be 
changed by the Board. 

It was the consensus opinion that the purpose of the by­
law as written is to keep the Nominating Committee independent, and 
free from any perceived interference by the existing Board of 
Directors. The wording of the present by-law appears to encourage 
the general membership to have more involvement in choosing the 
leader~hip of their Society. It was felt by the committee that 
even recommendations that. the by-law be amended to require the 



slate be presented for informational purposes only, to the Board in 
October, it might give the appearance of impropriety. For example, 
individual Society members might feel that by requiring a preview, 
the Board would be trying in some manner to influence the 
composition of the slate or would attempt to put their own 
candidate in an attempt to solidify their existing power. 

Therefore, if any modification to the existing by-law 
were proposed, we would suggest it go before the General Membership 
and have it read as follows (changes are underlined): 

Section 4, A: The Nominating Committee shall prepare a 
slate of names equal to the number of vacancies on the Board and 
will present the slate to the general membership at the November 
meeting. The slate will, for informational purposes only, be 
presented to the Board of Directors at the October board meeting. 
At the November general membership meeting, other nominations may 
be made from the floor ...

ELECTRICITY: Per the attached SITE/LITE memo, John Drew has 
outlined the progress on the electricity project.

PARDEE HOUSE PROGRESS: Paul Kreutzer reported that the house 
should come dowh onto the foundation sometime next week.

Progress Report on the Electrification Project 

1. The needs assessment and plot plan has already been 
completed. • 

2. Paul Kretzer has conducted a tour of the site, outlining 
our needs, for officials from the Southern California Edison 
company. 

3. We have an agreement with George Benz of Bee Line 
Electric at 16619 1/2 W. Sierra Hwy in Canyon Country to do 
the work. Mr. Benz's phone number is 252-7440. The 
agreement is that we will dig the trenches, and lay the 
pipes. He will draw the wires through the pipes, and make 
the connections. The estimated cost of this project is 
$4,000 to 5,000. 

4. The next step is for Mr. Benz to meet with Charles Hanson 
of Southern California Edison Company to discuss our plot 
plan. The objective is to persuade the Edison company to 
increase the power available to the site. Presently, we can 
recieve 200 amps, but we need a system that can deliver 480 
amps. This upgrade will require the Edison company to 
install new lines capable of bringing this greater voltage 
up to our part of the str~et. 

5. Mr. Benz reports that he has had trouble finding time to 
meet with Mr. Hanson. It is my intention to monitor the 
situation more closely to see what I can do to help 
facilitate a meeting at the earliest possible date •

He took pictures of the 
house with the light hitting the large tree in the front. He 
finally created his painting and came back to the house so that he 
could get some further detail. Much to his surprise, the house was 
gone! Fortunately, one of his friends, to whom he had told this 
story, was aware that the house had been moved to Heritage 
Junction. Chris came to Heritage Junction, where Paul Kreutzer's 
rendition of the history of the house was so inspiring, that Chris 
believes that instead of selling the painting in a gallery, it 
should properly be displayed in the Pardee house one day. Chris 
explained that he would like to donate the painting, when the final 
varnishing is dry, to the Society and would, in return, request 
some type of acknowledgement, i.e. in the form of a plaque on the 
painting, recognizing his contribution. Chris also expressed an 
interest in working with the society in the future. The members 
present were indeed impressed and everyone appeared to be very 
excited at the prospect of this wonderful painting being donated to 
the Society. 

MINUTES: Because Jean Woods is recovering from her automobile 
accident, Donna Jones agreed to attempt to take notes at this 
meeting.

3) A thank you letter from Councilwoman Jill Klajic; with Specii:il 
thanks to John Mann and Laura Mehterian, for the presentation made 
to here when she recently stepped down as Mayor. 
4) A thank you letter from Ruth Newh~ll, expressing her 
appreciation for being the recipient of a plaque from the society 
recognizing her as a "Founder" of the SCVHS. Included in the 
letter is a delightful vignette regardin·g the moving of the Station 
to its present location at Heritage Junction.

Motioh to accept the report was made and approved. 

PRESIDENT Is REPORT: John Mann stated that the recipient of the 
outstanding Service Award was not at the Volunteer Recogni tidh 
Dinner and Called upon Carol Rock, whb was the mistress of 
ceremoni•es at the event to present the award. 

"The outstanding.service award is given to members who have given 
outstanding servi"ce to the Society by helping it fulfill its 
mlsi:doh during the current year. The recipient of the outstanding 
Service award is an inspiration.especially in what was called•the 
"Year of the Woman". When we met this volunteer as a member of the 
hofue~teadingMitchell clan six •years ago, we we:te taken with her 
interest and expertise. Al though she Lives in Los Angeles, she 
ventured up and gave advice on our reconstruction efforts of'he:t 
familyis adobe schoolhouse~ That interest grew and eventually 'We 
got used to seeing her here mare often arici were extremely lucky 
when she accepted the leader'ship of our Restoration Committee. She 
is a professional archaeologist and contributes valuable 
information to each and every project she touches. She engineered 
the logistics of 1992 11 s Olde Towne Days, even though she worked out 
of a lawn chair in the shade - after all, her constant companion 
was due in the early summer- and even attended the June board 
meeting the day before Lillian Mae's arrival. We are truly blessed 
to have such a wonderful, giving, knowledgeable person in 
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our flock and it is with pride that we give the Outstanding Service 
Award to PAM HELVEY." 

Pam gave the appropriate oohs and aahs over her award and quietly 
pointed out that her name was misspelled on the plaque. 
Congratulations Pam for an award well deserved. 

John announced that he wished to fill out the unexpired term of 
Karen Sweitzer, which expires in December of 1993, with the 
appointment of Dave Lyerla. Dave has been volunteering his time to 
the Society by typesetting the DISPATCH for the last two years. In 
addition, Dave is an active member of our business community and is 
currently serving as the Board Secretary of the SCV Small Business 
Center. He is also very active in the Toastmasters. Dave is 
married to his bride of 32 years, Lynne, a school teacher with the 
Saugus School District for the past 32 years. They have two grown 
children. No objections were voiced by the Board; Dave Lyerla will 
be the newest member of the Board. Congratulations and welcome 
Dave. 

John Mann also requested the approval for a new position, that of 
HERITAGE JUNCTION HISTORIC PARK EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR. He nominated 
Paul Kreutzer for this new position. The job description is 
exactly what Paul already does, however, it is believed that an 
official title, printed on a business card will assist the Society 
when dealing with governmental agencies and the business community. 
In this position, Paul.will have no more authority that another 
person in the society and will be making no decisions on behalf of 
the Society other than those he is already empowered under the 
rules of the Society. A motion was made, seconded and passed. 
There was some discussion regarding whether the Bylaws needed to be 
amended and whether this type of agenda item should be calendared 
and discussed prior to the meeting where it is voted upon. 

John handed out the Board of Director's Update, containing the 
names, addresses and telephone numbers of the Board members. There 
were no corrections or additions. 

The ORGANIZATIONAL chart was passed out and discussed. There are 
many positions still waiting to be filled. Carol Rock indicated 
that she was working with some Junior Docents in the hopes of 
having several of them share the responsibility of the job of 
Historian. Carol indicated that Eleanor Kiersted would still be 
handling the library. Pam Helvey indicated that Joe Purnell was 
still heading the school house. It was reported that Sandy Forbes 
is still working on filling the positions on Ways and Means; Mike 
Lyons will be in charge of Activities. We still need a STATION 
MASTER, for anyone who is interested. John Mann indicated that 
Paul's name as Executive Director would go in the empty box next to 
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the. Board. John will find and appoint a nominating chair by April. 
The box designated "Scouting" under community relations was renamed 
"Service Projects" in order to encompass all our volunteers. A 
motion was made to accept the CHART as filled in to date. It was 
seconded and passed. 

GOALS AND OBJECTIVES: John Drew provided the Board with a written 
summary of the results of the discussion at the retreat where we 
reconsidered the goals we had set for the Society at the 1992 
retreat. A copy of that review is attached to these minutes. The 
issues discussed for the six goals we had previously set were: the 
status, evaluation of the goal, barriers to achieving the goal and 
solutions to overcome the barriers. The six goals discussed were: 
1. Completing a marketing survey of the community 
2. Setting up a speaker's bureau 
3. Reviewing the membership to see how they want to participate in 

society activities 
4. Painting the Station 
5. Electrification of Heritage Junction 
6. Grant writing 

Based upon the discussions at the retreat, John presented a list of 
revised goals for the Board's consideration and discussion. 

1. Recruit and develop at least 50 new people to implement 
existing programs by December 31, 1993. 

The Board as a whole would be responsible for the 
implementation of this goal. There are many jobs to be filled and 
members have expressed interest in participating in particular 
events when they paid their dues. Each Board member has a copy of 
the list with names of members and their interests. 

2. Establish a Speakers Bureau which will deliver at least 25 
speeches to local community groups by December 31, 1993. 

Carol Rock indicated that another attempt would be 
made regarding this goal. 

3. Raise at least $10,000 by July 31, 1993, to pay for the 
painting of the Train Station. 

This expenditure has already been approved by the 
Board. The date however was considered to be too short, therefore 
the date was changed to September 30, 1993. It was brought up that 
revenues from OLDE TOWNE DAYS is earmarked as operational money for 
the Society and therefore other means of raising this money will 
have to be found. 

4. Complete the electrification of the site including 
trenches, pipes, transformer, and wiring by December 31, 1993. 

It was indicated that this was a possibility 
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considering the progress made at Heritage Junction in the past few 
weeks. 

5. Write at least 8 grant proposals to raise funds for the 
Society by August 31, 1993. 

The grants committee has written to a variety of. 
foundations, but have found very few that give monies for our type 
of projects. The grants committee is working hard on the proposal 
due to CAL TRANS by the end of March, 1993. Given the fact that 
most of our proposals are not applicable to the various foundations 
offering money, the date of completion of the goal was revised to 
December 31, 1993. 

6. Write a detailed financial plan for the Society showing 
how much money we want to raise, from what sources, and by what 
time, by March 30, 1993. . 

John Drew will prepare a draft financial plan by 
that date. 

The motion to accept the Goals as revised was made, seconded, and 
passed. 

ORGANIZATION FOR 1993: John Mann indicated that there were only 15 
people at the General Meeting in February. He requested that the 
Board think about what we should do about this poor turnout. 
Should we continue with monthly meetings or only hold them 
quarterly, semi-annually, or yearly? The March general membership 
meeting will be about the DAM. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

RESTORATION: Pam Helvey indicate that Pardee House 
Utilization was currently on hold. Carol Rock is doing docent 
rainin for the houses for Olde Town Days. Four restoration 

projects were designated for intense wor before OTO' 93: the 
Newhall Ranch House, which will be 100 years old: exterior 
completed for dedication; the Edision: exterior painted; the 
Kingsburry: interior completed; and the Mitchell: interior completed. 
The Eagle Scout project was referred to OTD'93/ Site Development 
Chair, Paul Kreutzer. 

Pam also reported that work in progress for the 
development of the Gardens area in accordance with the Pardee House 
Access Plot Plan approved at last month's meeting. Donations of 
equipment to supply electricity in Heritage Park is in final stages 
of negotiation. The Pardee and Newhall ranch houses will be the 
first structures to receive power. All other site development work 
is on hold in the area between the Station ad the Newhall Ranch 
House until final use is defined. 
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Pam presented a map of the area between the 
Pardee House and Newhall Ranch House and indicated where brick 
walkways and roses would be placed, etc. The Pardee House would 
have flower beds with iris and lilacs, with special roses planted 
in front. Roses that match the colors of the Newhall Ranch House 
will be planted there. There will be a herb block wall next to 
Newhall Ranch House. They are also working on handicap access for 
the Pardee House. Pam asked for suggestions regarding the use of 
the space between the Newhall Ranch House and the Station and asked 
the Board their view of the function or purpose of the area. There 
were several suggestions ranging from building a stage, building a 
gazebo, a bandstand, a fountain, and concession area. Pam 
cautioned that the trains run behind that area and any plan 
regarding that area must take into consideration noise and the view 
of the trains. She welcomes any ideas and sketches. 

Pam also reported that research by Norm Harris 
for a product to patch the exterior siding and door trim on the 
Train Station provided a possible application using a combination 
of "Henry's 107 11 (an asphalt/tar based product), sand, and paint. 
Product and application method will be tested this week. 

VANDALISM OF OUR STRUCTURES: Pam reported that 
windows at both the Chapel and Edison House were broken by vandals 
and.that they are being repaired. She is discussing possible ways 
to thwart this destruction by vandals with a carpenter. 

COMMUNITY RELATIONS: John Mann provided the following 
information from Anne Kaulbach: We have 262 members; there were 27 
renewals and .12 new members joined since the last report. 

Anne recommended that we drop the price on life 
memberships stating with OTD and continuing until the end of May. 
Since we are celebrating 110 years of Newhall Land and Farm, the 
Board decided that we should offer a $110 discount on life 
memberships. Instead of $300, it would cost $190 for an individual 
life membership, and instead of $450, it would cost $340 for 

•. co\.iples: The Board "recognized that the savings was much grater for 
the individual, but wanted to stay •with the· 110 number" f6r 
publicity purposes. This motion was seconded and passed. 

Preservation: Carol Rock indicated that they were 
working on a response to a letter from a preservation group from 
Northridge and would be assisting them in a consulting capacity.· 
She also indicated that a new Historical Society formed last week, 
the Santa Clarita Valley Historical Railroads Society. They are 
interested in rebuilding the tracks form Ventura t<;.. the Santa 
Clarita Valley and have had interest from several sources, 
including Newhall Land and Farm. 

OLDE TOWNE DAYS: Paul Kreutzer indicated that there are still two 
chairs available: public safety and security and theme area.

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Anyone interested should contact Paul. The Saturday events are 
going well. Warren Johnson has been hard at work setting up the 
Saturday evening concert. It is anticipated that the gates will 
open at 6:30 p.m., there will be a welcome at 6:45, Jerry Reynolds 
will provide a historical story concerning Ragtime and the concert 
will begin. They are attempting to line up a dance instructor and 
will need a dance floor. It is anticipated that there will be two 
45 minute segments with an intermission and Paul is trying to line 
up a surprise comic ... but would say no more, because then it 
wouldn I t be a surprise.

Potential Library Donation of $5,000.00 from Eleanor 
Kiersted 

July 25, 1994 

Background Information: 

1. Money is Available: Mrs. Kiersted believes that some funds 
have already been set aside for library restoration including 
$400.00 from her husband's memorial fund, $100.00 from Tom 
Mason's memorial fund, and maybe another $300.00 from somewhere 
else. Mrs. Kiersted is still offering her $5,000.00 to get this 
project moving along. 

3. Rotary Club Participation is Still Possible: Contrary to Mrs. 
Kiersted's impression, the Rotary Club has not turned down her 
application for funding the library restoration. 

4. Estimates are in for Repairing the Pardee House: According to 
restoration, estimates for repairing the Pardee House range from 
$8,000 to $10,000. The major concerns, as I understand them, are 
electricity, air-conditioning, and the roof. 

5. The Nesting Possibility: If we place our priority on fixing-up 
the Pardee House, we could pool the resources she is providing 
with any new resources coming from the Rotary Club, and from our 
more aggressive fundraising efforts. 

Recommendations: 

1. Call a Face-To-Face Meeting: I would like to have the Board 
instruct us to have a meeting between Cynthia, Mrs. Keirsted, 
Paul, and Pam to get things sorted out.

First, I want to offer my personal thanks, and the thanks of our Officers, Board Members, and 
General Membership for your help to our Society in allowing us to tour the Pioneer Oil Refinery 
on Chevrons' property here in Newhall. 
As promised, this is to advise you, that the date for our Tour visit to the Pioneer Oil Refinery is 
February 18, 1995. We will need to enter your facility twice on that day, once in the AM. 
between 10:00A.M., and 12:00 noon, and again, in the P.M. between 2:00 and 5:00. 

Next, as I mentioned in our phone conversation, we, the Society, are building a replica of a 
Pioneer "Spring Pole" Well Drilling ''Rig" of a type commonly used in the early days of the 
Petroleum Industry here in the Santa Clarita Valley. The construction of the "Rig" is comming 
along nicely, and we hope to have it in operation before the weekend of February 18,- 19, 1995. 

Mr. Fasler, as you know, it was right here in our area that Chevron Oil originated in the form of 
the "California Star Oil Company,° and that their C.S.O. # 4 well, in Pico Canyon, was the 
longest producing well in the Nation, if not the world. It is my understanding that the first 
"drilling" ofC.S.O. #4 was done with a "Spring Pole Rig" much the same as the one we are 
building at Heritage Junction, therefore, we are very pleased that you and Chevron have offered 
to help finance the construction of what we feel will be one of the most unique Petroleum 
Industry Historical Equipment displays in the State, if not the Nation. We believe that our "Rig" 
will be the one and only one in the Country. To give you some idea of what the display will look 
like, I am enclosing some of my sketches made during the R&D phase ofthe project.

The City of Santa Clarita will furnish the walkie-talkies. 
Bales of hay will be placed near the Kingsburry House and also by the dock of the Train Station. 
Three ticket booths will be distributed throughout the park. 
Pop-up trash containers will be supplied by Blue Barrel. 
Camp # 1 will be an important venue. Grass is to be mowed and the road graded.

Just a quick note to tell you that our Spring Symposium for the California Conference of 

Historical Societies, is completed, and was a great and successful program. 

Having chaired the Mining, and Petroleum Track, with Mr. F.J. Lagasse (Retired Chevron 

Employee,) as my "right hand" I want to thank you, and Chevron U.S.A. for the assistance you 

provided through allowing us to tour the Pioneer Oil Refinery on So.

Spring Pole Rig Coordinator 
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"SPRING POLE" WELL DRILLING "RIG." 

The "Spring Pole" Well Drilling 11Rig11 is believed to have been invented by the Chinese, in 
the early 15th Century, and has since been used to drill wells in Countries throughout the World. 

The "Spring Pole", rather primitive in nature, and simple in design, began as a water well 
drilling device; using a long, (thirty feet, plus or minus five or six feet) tapered, sapling, anchored 
at the root (large) end, either by buryitlg with earth and stones, or by mechanical means, i.e. 
cables, chains, or concrete. 

At a point approximately on~ third the total length ofthe pole, from the large end, the pole 
is supported with a "forked treen post, at a height necessary to raise the small end ten, or twelve, 
feet above the "well head." 

A pulley is fastened to the small end of the pole, at a point directly above the wen casing, 
so that a rope passing over the pulley, drops directly into the end of the well pipe. The drilling 
device, a length of pipe, approximately two feet in length, with a steel loop on the upper end, and 
an inside bevel on the lower end, is fastened to the rope. 

In order to provide power to the "rig, 11 there are two stirrups, or a platform device 
suspended from the pole at a point adjacent to the pulley, so as to hang some two feet or more 
above ground level. 

In operation, the drilling device is lowered into the well, and suspended at a point two to 
two and one half feet above the bottom. Next, one or two men mount the stirrup or platform 
assembly, and commence to shift their weight vertically up and down, causing the pole to flex up 
and down, and thus the drilling device rises and falls within the well pipe, during the fffall" cycle, 
the drilling device impacts the earth at the bottom of the well, on impact, some of the earth is 
forced up into the open end of the drilling device. After a number of these impact 11cycles," the 
drilling device is extracted from the well pipe, the earth contained therein is removed, and the 
device is again Iowere4 into the well. 

The first Oil Wells "sunk" in Pico Canyon, (Mentryville) and Placerita Canyon, were 
drilled with 11Spring Pole" Drilling 11Rigs." 

Since by nature, each well site was different :from any other, so too were the 11Spring Pole 
Rigs. 11 Being adapted to the needs of each well site, each "Rig" was different in some way.

It was a pleasure meeting you at Widow Smith's last 
Saturday. Your interest in preserving this historic build­
ing and the grounds around it is greatly appreciated. 

As promised, I am enclosing an article I did on the place 
three years ago, after my first visit. 

I am convinced that the rear portion of Smith-Gordon's 
dates back to about 1855. The adobe walls, treatment of win­
dow casements and interior firepl~ce are identical to those 
seen at Ft. Tejon, General Beale's La Liebre Adobe and other 
structures of that period. 

As you observed, the building has been added to over the 
years, the adobe portion encased in clapboard, apparently 
during the 1880s. 

The reports of the original stage stop being torn down, I 
think, actually refer to the demolition of Widow Smith's Sleep­
ing House west of t~e hotel. 

If you can get a hold of Frank F. Latta's "Saga of Rancho 
El Tejon", there is a lot of information about Major Gordon 
and Widow Smiths,pages 64 to 88.

This building is known to be in use as early as 1855 
as a stage coach and freight wagon waystation. From 1858 
to 1861 it was a regular stop on the Butterfield Overland 
stage and is the only surviving original depot from those 
days left in Southern California. 

A plan and renderings of Widow Smith's would be a wel­
commed addition to the Society archives and an invaluable 
research tool. For example,! know of two books that are 
currently being put togather on The Great Ox Bow or Butter­
field Overland Route.

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Notes from D. Daugherty Inspection 

by Norman Harris 

May 19, 1996 

Today Dennis Daugherty, Railroad Restoration Lead Worker at 
the Sacramento Museum, visited 1629 at Hart Park from 10:30 a.m. to 
9:30 p.m. SCVHS members present included, N. Harris, L. Bedding, 
M. Vitale, C. Macur, and R. Bennett. D. Daugherty made many 
comments concerning the condition of the locomotive and things that 
he would do to restore it. 

In general he felt that 1629 was definitely restorable but it 
is a matter of time and money. The level of cost to have it fully 
restored would be $300,000 to $500,000. He indicated that Southern 
Pacific, near the end of the steam era, spent as little as possible 
to keep the locomotives running. Therefore there is more for us to 
do to bring 1629 up to good condition. He said that it was 
important to restore according to the intended end use. There are 
three levels of restoration: 

l) Round House - lowest level "to make one more run" . 
2) Short Run - higher level for use on private track. 
3) Back Shop - first class all the way to be able to 

run on the main line. 

Dennis sees the boiler as the highest priority and that money 
should be spent to bring the boiler to the highest restoration 
level while other things could be restored to a lower level. He 
feels that while we have done a lot of good work there is much, 
much more to do and that boiler work should come first. A list of 
his specific suggestions taken from my notes and tape recording are 
as follows: 

1. Boiler - (Should be the highest priority for money spent 
ta be sure that the boiler work lasts and does not cause problems). 

1.1 Replace front tube sheet (corrosion cracks observed 
around the back edges of the knuckel were thought to be the reason 
for welding around the edge of the front side.) Only bottom 2/3's 
needs to be replaced which would avoid the dry pipe and braces. 
Repair the corroded metal on bottom and in front of the tube sheet. 
D. D. thought this would cost about $10,000. If we stayed with the 
old sheet we would at least need to arind the suoerheater tube and 
the 2" flue holes round. He prefe:-s ;:opper ferufes (the tubes will 
stay tighter longer). 

1.2 Replace knuckel across the top 4' of the back tube 
sheet. (D. D. said this section is available from the Grand Canyon 
RR for about $2,000). Also weld up some more pits on inside of rear 
tube sheet. Large holes for superheater tubes need to be filled in 
and ground straiqht for better fit. Ths 2" holes need to be round.

1.3 Remove ash pan in fire box and all metal covering 
the mud sill including above the burner. Try to save studs by 
cutting nuts off on two sides without damaging the threads. 
Inspect carefully for corrosion. Rent or buy an ultrasonic tester. 

1.4 Remove all brackets, catwalks, pressure relief valve 
stand, valves, and sand dome. Replace the studs for the pressure 
relief valve stand. (This is necessary for the first time 
restoration to be sure that there are no hidden problems). 

1.5 Sand blast the inside of the boiler and paint with 
Apeon coating immediately on "white" metal. (Paint before cleaning 
the sand out around the fire box. Sand blasting equipment is 
available from construction rental yards. We need to have an air 
supply suit. A fan exhaust to collect the sand would be helpf~l). 

1. 6 Careful 1 y inspect the second course bot tom panel 
section patch. (It looks like there was some leakage at a shim in 
front and around the lowest rivit. Also there is extensive 
caulking on the back side of the patch section}. 

1.7 The stay bolts have problems to deal with. A number 
of the outer sleeves are corroded on the newer welded type of stay 
bolts and they need to be replaced. (Half sleeves can bi used for 
these without removing the stay bolts.) A number of the older 
style stay bolts that are external to the boiler are also corroded. 
For these we need to replace the whole stay bolt and cap. Also 
several caps are corroded and need to be replaced. (We need to 
inspect the stay bolts again and estimate the numbers that need to 
be replaced or repaired to get an idea of the cost involved). 

1.8 Measure thicknesses of all thin areas in the boiler 
and inside the fire box, especially where there is corrosion. 
There may need to be some welding of any pits that are excessive. 

1.9 Make drawings of the boiler and existing patches. 
(Sketches S-4410 and 13183 should be drawn as part of the 
alteration report. CAD/CA.i'vl software on a computer would simplify 
this task). 

1.10 Based upon the metal thickness measurements and 
drawings have a mechanical engineer do the calculations for the 
boiler and fill out a new Form 4. (At this point we will know what 
our defensible working pressure should be using the appropriate 
safety factor. FRA uses a factor of 5 while Cal-OSHA uses a factor 
of 7) . 

1.11 Replace 3/4" thick sheet in smoke box after other 
work is done on the bciler. This will require ream-fitted bolts. 
The taper of 1/16"/foot was confirmed. We can use a test plug so 
that we can ream to that size and make the bolts all the same size. 



2.0 Running Gear -

2.1 Remove pistons and check the condition of the 
cylinders and rings. There is a crack around the sedge on the left 
side of the casting. With the pistons removed we will be able to 
inspect for any cracks internal to the steam chamber. (This will 
give us an idea of what we need to do and how expensive this part 
of the restoration will be). 

2.2 Lower grease blocks and clean rust off axle shafts 
where they fit into the main bearings. (Turn 1/3 back and 2/3 of 
a revolution forward). 

2. 3 Measure thickness of tires to determine whether they 
are below the minimum requirements. (This depends upon the wheel 
diameters and the weight. For light use on our private track the 
minimum thickness might be adequate for now. For main line use the 
tires would probably have to be replaced). 

2.4 Replace both bottom springs on the middle axle. 
Also we have a broken spring on the rear axle. (He suggested not 
using a local truck spring company but a heavy duty spring company 
in the East. Dennis will supply the name and address.) 

Dennis answered several questions that were listed by Leslie. 
Many of the answers were covered in the previous discussion. 

In summary Dennis feels that we have a long way yet to go to 
restore 1629. The first thing now is to do a full assessment of 
everything that has not previously been exposed. An accurate 
determination of the internal condition of the cylinders and steam 
chests as well as the extent of any fire box corrosion be assessed 
before a final decision on the boiler repair is arrived at. Also 
that all external brackets and fittings be removed from the boiler 
to ensure that there are no "hidden" cracks that may present a 
problem later on during the boiler repair. A decision needs to be 
made on how many thickness tests need to be carried out before 
deciding whether to rent, buy or contract the job. 

Once it is determined that there are no serious problems that 
will prevent the restoration from being successful a general plan 
and cost estimate should be prepared. The resources whould be 
concentrated on achieving a "Back Shop" highest level of 
restoration on the boiler. At this point the plan for t1nancing 
the project can be established. The schedule will follow from the 
match of requirements with resources available (volunteer labor, 
materials, and donations).

Railroad Plan

Background: Restoration of Mogul 1629 has been proceeding for 
several years by the 1629 Restoration Committee chaired by Norm 
Harris. (A history, status report and plan for the future was 
reported in the November/December issue of the Newhall Gazette). 
Progress has been substantial on the restoration of Southern 
Pacific Mogul 1629, built in 1900 by American Locomotive Works in 
Schenectedy, New York. This is the most ambitious restoration 
project ever undertaken by the Society with the greatest potential 
benefits. In order to maximize the donations that have been 
received our volunteers are working every Sunday to minimize the 
expense of outside contractors. 

Goal: The goal of the Mogul 1629 Restoration Project is to 
have the locomotive restored to operating condition by its 
Centennial in November, 2000. 

Master Plan: Our plan for Phase I of the Heritage Junction 
Railroad development is to have our steam locomotive operating on 
our own 1/2 mile long track on the Frew Ranch, parallel to the SPRR 
track, by the time it is restored. The track is planned to extend 
South from the Saugus Train Station to the end of the property. A 
"Y" will be constructed to permit the turning of the locomotive. 
In addition a switch to the main line is planned in Phase II. In 
Phase I I I the track wi 11 be ex tended northward in to Newhal 1 
parallel to the SP track. 

Buildings/Structures: An engine shed, water tower, turning "Y" 
and turntable are included in the master plan. Some grading will 
be required over the length of the track to achieve a 2 1/2% 
average grade from the North end of the Station to the South end of 
the Frew Ranch property. (This is the same grade as the SP track 
that runs up Railroad Canyon parallel to our planned track. l 

Impact on Heritage Junction: The railroad development will make 
the Heritage Junction Historical Park the focal point of a major 
tourist attraction. Therefore it is important that we do not build 
improvements to Heritage Junction that inhibit the development of 
our railroad. Until the tracks are installed the only access for 
bringing in or removing rolling stock is on the North side of the 
Station. The area between the Newhall Ranch House and the Station 
must be kept clear to allow low bed trucks and heavy cranes to have 
access to the track. An engine shed large enough to accornodate the 
Mogul 1629 locomotive and tender is planned on a track siding for 
the area East of the Heritage Junction Kingsbury and Edison Houses. 
Room for a track will be needed adjacent to the East boundary of 
the Frew Ranch along the fence. 



Rolling Stock: 

We have been offered a donation of a box car for the Heritage 
Junction Railroad. The box car must be moved by October 1, 1996. 
We need this car near the locomotive for the storage of parts being 
removed during the restoration. 

In addition Mike Vitale has purchased a tank car, in excellent 
condition, that he will loan to our railroad. Thirdly, Bob Bennett 
has obtained a caboose that he will also loan to our railroad. 

It is proposed that we place these three cars on the track beside 
the Saugus Station. In this way they will be inside the wrought 
iron fence to prevent the public from climbing on them. The order 
of their placement will be: the box car next to 1629, the tank car 
next, and the caboose last. These three cars will be moved down 
toward the locomotive and are not expected to extend beyond the 
building. 

If this proposal is approved by the Board we will plan to have the 
cars located on the track within 30 days. The cost for moving the 
cars (approximately $500 each) will be covered by the Mogul 1629 
Restoration Project. Loading and unloading of the cars will be 
donated by the Shamrock Crane Co.

BACKGROUND 

Donor's Vis~ion for Newhall -

Bringing 1629 to operational restoration would 
create excitement and tourists to help revitalize 

/Downtown Newhall. 

Believed that the donations of he, his brother, 
and sister-in-law, would be the critical seed money 
t6 get the project started. 

Concer'ned that the Society might try to divert 
the funds to another project. Asked that special 
account be setup so that the Treasurer and N. Harris 
would co-sign.

INSPECTION BY CHRIS DEWITT 

SUMMARY BY NORM HARRIS 

January 18, 1997 

Chris Dewitt, Supervisor for the State of Nevada Railroad Museum 
Restoration Shop spent the day with our Mogul 1629. Chris has 
headed up their restoration for 15 years. They have three 
operating steam locomotives and are in the process of restoring a 
fourth. The purpose of his visit was to survey the condition of 
the locomotive and to lay out a detailed plan of tasks to be 
performed with an estimate of the .time required to complete each. 
Chris will provide a written report by February 1, 1997. His 
report will focus on everything except the boiler. The cost for 
his time for the visit and to prepare the report is $200 plus $216 
for the airline ticket. 

The boiler will be covered by the contractor. The actual work to 
be performed will be determined by the Hartford inspector. It is 
standard practice to rely upon the boiler insurance company for 
certification and this is acceptable to Cal-OSHA. However in order 
to get their inspector to come look at the boiler we have to order 
a Hartford Insurance Company policy. Even though we are not yet 
operating the boiler the policy will cover the cost of their 
inspector coming out for several visits during the boiler 
restoration process. In this way he can certify that the work was 
done according to his specifications. We have been quoted $520 for 
the premium on the policy which Chris Dewitt recommended that we do 
right away. His museum is also covered by Hartford. 

In general Chris said that our locomotive restoration work has been 
excellent and that we should be very proud of what our volunteers 
have accomplished to date. He suggested that we should plan to get 
it running at a minimum cost so that it can be operated in the 
park. Then when sufficient funds and volunteers are available that 
we take it to the state of restoration so that it can be operated 
on the main line. He feels that the first milestone is to get the 
boiler finished so that we can fire it up and blow the whistle even 
without the running gear being complete. He also feels that 
getting the locomotive running before the Centennial (11/00) is 
quite feasible. Chris said that there was Federal funding 
available through the ISTA program of which their museum received 
$500,000 this past year. It is administered through the state 
transportation departments. He also suggested that we contact 
Union Pacific Railroad for rail, ties and other equipment that they 
will donate and deliver.

Dear Mr. Parks: 

We were pleased to learn from our telephone conversations with you 
that you received my letter of October 21, 1996, addressed to Mr. 
Cooper. We were also glad to hear that my inquiry prompted an 
overall review of the long term plans for Hart Park. 

I have enclosed a larger scale copy of the drawing by Hale and 
Associates in 1986 of the proposed rail line extension. It should be 
noted that extending the track to the South end of Hart Park would 
be quite compatible with existing and possible future multiple uses 
as itemized below: 

1 ) The track extension and existing access road can run 
parallel to one another without any need for a grade crossing or 
interference between rail, auto and pedestrian traffic. 

2) The present use of the Southeast corner of the property 
for hiking, camping and picnicking could easily coexist with the track 
extension and its intermittent use. 

3) The possible citing of an amphitheater in the same area 
would be compatible and would even be enhanced by the track 
extension which would make it possible to move people from tht; 
existing parking areas to the amphitheater· without automobile traffic 
and parking problems. 

4) The track extension would not require the removal of any 
Oak trees and would be located more than forty feet from the 
nearest Oak tree. 



5) The environmentally friendly people moving use of the 
track extension would help mitigate one of the principal 
environmental impacts of the amphitheater and may help it qualify 
for exemption from an EIR. 

6) Since the track extension would be parallel to the existing 
main line in Railroad Canyon and does not involve removal of any 
Oak trees, it would seem reasonable that the track extension would 
not reqmre an EIR. 

7) We understand that the Park Dept. is planning to pave 
the adjoining dirt road. We have had an offer to do the grading for 
the track extension at no charge. It would seem that the road could 
be graded at the same time to save you that cost and to provide 
room for both the rail extension and the road to coexist comfortably. 

8) A connection from our track extension to the Metrolink 
main line would be quite compatible with Hart Park operations. It 
would also eliminate the need to bring in large cranes for moves of 
railroad cars such as when we brought in a caboose and tank car last 
month. (See enclosed clipping from the December 22, 1996, Newhall 
Signal). It would also be a cost savings for us to enable rolling stock 
to be brought in by rail instead of by truck. 

9) Metro link has indicated in recent correspondence to us 
that it will be possible to run our Mogul 1629 steam locomotive on ,_ 
their track when we are ready to meet their equipment standards 
and insurance requirements. (See enclosed letter from Metrolink). A 
switch connection to the Metro link track, which is less than 100 feet 
from our existing track, would permit our locomotive to have 
convenient access to the main line. 

10) Extending the existing track and getting our locomotive 
restored to operating condition will generate excitement and 
increased visits to Hart Park. We expect that tourists from around 
the world will come to ride our steam train especially since many 
will already be coming to nearby Magic Mountain. The tourists 
should help the local economy and the revitalization of Old Newhall. 

The restoration of our Mogul 1629 is an exciting project as described 
in today's front page of the Los Angeles Times Valley Section (copy 
enclosed). It will take considerable effort of many volunteers and 



substantial donations to complete. Therefore it is important that we 
work closely with you to be sure that our plans are a good fit with 
yours. 

We appreciate your inclusion of the SCVHS - Heritage Junction 
Railroad in your planning for the future of Hart Park. We welcome 
the opportunity to meet with you and your staff to discuss the 
details of a mutually beneficial plan.

I apologize for not responding to your letter sooner. I was handed a copy of your 
correspondence in early December but have been tied up with our inaugural "Rose 
Parade Express" service to Arcadia until recently. 

Metrolink would be happy to discuss with your organization under what conditions a 
steam engine might be permitted to operate on our trackage at the appropriate time. . 
There are a number of significant considerations which must be addressed before we 
feel it is time to discuss the issue but the two most important are below: 

• The locomotive should be in complete, operating condition. 

• The Society should be able to demonstrate a minimum coverage of 
$10,000,000 in general liability coverage through a carrier acceptable 
to Metrolink's risk managers. 

Connecting to Metrolink's main line is another issue that we may be prepared to . . 
discuss once there is restored equipment which is ready to operate out of Hart Park. 
It is my understand that #1629 is in need of significant repair and rebuilding and will -
require years of work and thousands of dollars of funds to complete the restoration.

The attached items include an outline of action items, letters 
to government agencies, insurance quotes, response to L.A. Times 
article, and funding plans discussed at the Mogul 1629 Restoration 
Committee meeting on 1/20/97 attended by L. Bedding, T. Frew, N. 
Harris, c. Rock, G. Rollins, L. Weste, and L. Worden. 

Chris Dewitt, head of the Nevada State Railroad Museum 
Restoration Shop, has inspected 1629 and will submit a full report 
within two weeks. His report will include an itemized list of 
tasks and estimated labor hours to complete each.. However his 
report will not include the boiler work. The exact work needed on 
the boiler depends upon the requirements of the inspector that will 
certify it. 

Hartford Insurance Co. provides an inspector for policy 
holders whose certification is accepted by Cal-OSHA. We have a 
quote from Hartford for $553 for the premium including inspections. 
We need to order this policy in order to complete the restoration 
plan and cost estimate. 

Metrolink has sent a written response indicating that it will 
be possible for our locomotive to run on their line providing we 
meet their equipment standards and provide liability insurance. 
The County is working on their plans now for Hart Park and will 
provide a written response soon. The air pollution agencies have 
said on the phone that there are currently no state permits needed 
and the SCAQMD only permits stationary sources. A written response 
is expected soon from SCAQMD. 

A number of funding sources are available to provide funding 
for both restoration of Heritage Junction and the railroad. A 
grant writer has made suggestions for a plan to apply for funds 
from these sources. Union Pacific Railroad has taken over Southern 
Pacific and is apparently much more likely to donate track and 
surplus equipment to a non-profit organization than to scrap it 
out. 

In conclusion the government agencies have been contacted, the 
restoration plan report from Chris Dewitt is expected by 2/15/97, 
and a means for obtaining a clear estimate for the boiler work is 
available. It is recommended that the Hartford boiler insurance 
policy be ordered so that their inspector can come itemize what 
will be required to certify the boiler.

Carol also passed around a sign up for bartending at 
the event. There will be 3 sites. 

Olde Towne Days--
Paul Kreutzer reported that the Civil War Group wants to do 2-3 skirmishes each on 

Saturday and Sunday, but the problem of the expense of a fire marshall continues. Tom Frew 
will call the V aluzats to ask how they handle the situation. Richard Smykle distributed a report 
suggesting that we not schedule the event and that we start looking for a professional fundraiser 
to lead this activity. After much discussion it was decided to continue to plan for the event, for 
one day only. This would preclude having the Civil War Encampment. Laurene West McCarthy 
volunteered to follow up on the square dancers through Andree Walper.

Dear Norm Harris: 

Thank you for the opportunity to participate in your project. the restoration of the S.P. 1629. I 
offer the foJJowing observations and recommendations. This is not the only path you can take to 
reach your goal and you should not feel locked in. If in your estimation you believe that a 
different approach will yield a greater return then by all means pursue it. 

As l understand the project, operation is the ultimate goal. The steps taken to achieve this goal 
can be constructively cumulative yielding the maximum return for the time and money invested. 
Incremental steps each of which can be used as a focal point to raise public interest allowing the 
participants to enjoy a sense of accomplishment by meeting readily obtainable goals 

On January 18th, 1997, I visited the Hart Park complex with the intent of examining S.P. 1629. It 
is current1y partially disassembled with the asbestos removed. The cylinders and associated 
machinery are down. Most of the piping has been removed. The flues and tubes have been 
removed. The cab has been removed. 

Casual inspection leads me to believe that although the locomotive has been well used and many 
component<i worn it does not appear to have been overt1y abused. With the goal of operation 
the driving force in this project we need to set a series of readily obtainable goals which upon 
realization can be used to create more interest and public support for the project. 

The boiler is strictly the purview of the licensing authority. They should be contacted soonest and 
the recommended repairs be carried out a~ per their specific instructions. If it is your intent to 
send the boiler out for repairs that is to remove the boiler from the frame the work on the journals 
will be more easily executed as there will be less weight to deal within the jacking operations. I 
strongly recommend that ao, soon as is possible you contact the inspecting organization and start 
on the boiler repairs. 

l believe that finishing the boHer is the first obtainable goal of the project. Once it is finished, you 
can have a steam up and b]ow the whistle. This is a major mark in the program and can be used 
to attract public support. This means that while the boiler is being repaired all of the 
appointments that directly support the firing of the boiler mu~t be restored. This includes the 
safety valves, back head piping and valves., the burner and firing manifold, water glass and 
trycocks, feed water devices and a water and fue1 supply. (See the section on piping) A water and 
fuel supply other then the tender can serve for the interim. An ash pan will be required and the 
bricking needs to be completed. I would not be concerned with the lagging nor setting the 
running boards. The somewhat incomplete a.(;pect of the job wil11end a work in progress 
atmosphere. It is necessary that you finish the front end repairs before firing though. Seal we1d 
the smoke box doubler. Bolt in the smoke box with straight bolts in a closely reamed hole. Use a 
grade A 325 bolt and nut. Reassemble the front end. Lap in the rings that mate to the branch 
pipes and the manifold. Use a high temperature anti-seize compound on the threads. Hang the 
petticoat pipe and approximate the location. Fine tuning the petticoat will require time and 
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running conditions. Replace any other piping such as the blower pipe. Replace the smoke box 
front and the door. It is important that the front be scaled tighL The engine being an oil burner 
requires that the front end hold a partial vacuum to operate properly. J'o test the front end the 
boiler must be assembled in an operational condition. Apply air to the firing manifold to induce a 
draft through the blower. Using an oxy-acetylene torch light only an acetylene flame. Do not 
open the oxygen valve. You will need a small acetylene flame about an inch long with no 
oxygen. The flame must be soft. Apply this flame on the areas that are sealed. That is at the door 
seal and the smoke box front joint. If there is a vacuum leak. the flame will be sucked in through 
the hole. It will be quite obvious. Remember: do not use any oxygen with the acetylene flame. 
You can move fairly rapidly with this test. If you have made any other new joints in the smoke 
box such as where a pipe enters check it also. Repair all leaks. 

The next goal that you may aspire to would be the repair of the running gear. The tires are worn 
and for operation on an FRA controlled road it needs to be determined if they can be turned or if 
they require replacement. However for your immediate needs this issue can and should be put 
off. Proceed with the driver journal repair. 

Block the engine so that it cannot roll or move during the following procedure. Drop the 
suspension, block the driving boxes to the frame, and remove the driver's pedestal binders 
wedges, and shoes. Prior to the removal of the wedges witness there location. This will give you 
a reference for the reassembly. Although they wil1 require adjustment it wm be a place to start 
from. Save the shims on the shoes and be prepared to put them back as they came out. Drop out 
the engine brake rigging rods so that the brake shoes hang away from the tire as the shoes will 
impede the work on the drivers. Remove the side rod~. Place jacks for lifting the locomotive at 
approximately the rear of the cylinders under the frame and at the rear of the frame in a 
structurally significant location. It is appropriate to place a section of some structural shape 
across the rails upon which the jacks will be placed. Jack the locomotive up high enough so that 
when the driving box is lifted off the journal it is reasonably accessible for cleaning and 
polishing. Block or crib the locomotive in this position. Do not rely on the jacks to support the 
load for an extended time unless the jacks are specificaJly designed for this purpose. If the 
jacking procedure is of concern to you hire a professional company to jack up the engine. Clean 
and polish the journals. It is appropriate to spin the drivers in situ to faci)jtate the job. To aid this 
oil the railhead under the driver before spinning it. Clean the bra.~ses, lubricate with a heavy oil 
and set the box on the journal. Do a particularly good job of polishing and deaning as the set up 
to get here represent" a significant expenditure of time and effort. The height that you wiH wish 
to raise the engine should be in the neighbor hood of 10" to 14". It may be convenient to go a 
little higher but you wi11 not need to go many feet up into the air. Once you have cleaned and 
polished all six driver journals place hard wood blocks on the top of the driver boxes and set the 
engine down. 

Clean and repack the grease packs at this time. Use pindope. Talk to someone who works on a 
large engine for a source of pindope. We do not use pindope as the Locomotives at our facility 
are oil engines. 

While this is in progress clean the side rods of paint and rust. Clean the bearings of old lubricant. 
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Remove the top of the grease fittings and clean out the galleries. Clean and polish the crank pins 
at this time. Clean and polish the main rod as long as you are in the cleanfog mode. Use a die 
penetrant to inspect the ends of the rods for cracks. Clean and polish the crank pins at this time. 
The pin dope fittings wiU require cleaning also. 

The lead truck requires some attention. While it looks to be in good condition the oil holes may 
have become filled with dirt and sundry over the years. Clean out the oil ways and inspect for 
defects and cracks. Make sure that all the necessary cotter pins are in good order and in place. 
Check the cellars and repack as necessary. 

After you repair the damaged spring packs you can reassembly the spring rigging. Also, put up 
the shoes, wedges, and binders. Adjust the wedges to where they were before removal. Replace 
with their original shims. It is important that you Jevel the engine side to side and front to back. 
This is typically done with shims under the spring hangers. Do this job on Jevel track. 
Reassemble the brake rigging that was taken down to facilitate the repair of the journals and 
inspect the entire system to ensure that all cotter pins are in place and that there are no defects in 
the gear. 

Paint the frame and the drivers. Paint the lead truck. Put up the side rods. 

Although there is little that can be seen for all the work done to accomplish this portion of the job 
it is the foundation that all other work hangs on. The engine should now rolJ easily and begjn to 
look fresh. 

The next goaJ is to complete the machinery repair. Clean the pistons and valves and brighten the 
rings with an abrasive cloth. The steam ports and passages need lo be cleaned out as best as 
possible. Looking at the bores I would suggest that you can reassemble the pistons and valves 
and operate for a time. If you can find a company that can hone the bores in the field it would be 
prudent to do so at this time. Before you go out on the road you may wish to bore the cylinders 
and the valve cages. This is a job that can be accomplished after you have shown that the engine 
can run. There is a segment of a piston ring missing. I suggest that you move the gap to the top of 
the piston and pin it in place with a pair of copper pins. Before putting up the cylinder covers 
replace all of the studs. If the gasket under the head is copper anneal the ring before assembly. 
Put up the rear heads and the guides. Stretch a wire through the center of the bore and check for 
the guide to be parallel. Shim as necessary. 

Clean and ac;semble the cross head. Check that the brasses on the small end of the main rod fit 
the wrist pin properly and the finishes are acceptable. If the pin or brasses require replacement do 
so at this time. Check the slipper brasses cracks or excessive wear. Clean the socket that the 
piston rod fits into and inspect the key. It is imperative that the key does not bottom out on the 
slot in the piston rod a~ this wiU allow the rod to work. Also, clean the taper on the piston rod. 
When the piston rod is assembled to the crosshead it needs to be driven up hard. 

The piston rods and valve stems run in mechanical packings. For efficient operation the rods and 
stems need to be smooth and round. This can be accomplished by hard chroming and grinding or

by grinding only. Due to the limited use the engine wilJ see the former is the more desirable and 
more costly. Do not buy and apply new mechanical packings unless you deal with the rods and 
stems as bad rod~ will destroy new mechanical packings. 

It is important to note that frame and machinery bolts are fitted to their holes with a standard 
taper and should not be mixed up upon removal. A1so do not paint any of the machinery as this 
will allow for inspection for cracks and general condition. 

Replace the eccentric which wa4_; removed. If it wa<. applied with an off-set key, it is imperative 
that it be reassembled in its original configuration. There is a substantial allowance for looseness 
in the eccentric straps and so do not be overly concerned with what appears to be excessive play 
in the eccentrics. An over1y tight fit is a much worse condition then a loose fit. The eccentric 
straps can be painted as well as the blades but leave the last foot or so of the pin end devoid of 
paint a.~ it is an area that will require inspection for cracks and wear. Be sure to clean the oil 
gallerys in the eccentrics well be fore putting them up. 

Polish the remainder of the valve linkage and pay specific attention to the fit of the pins upon 
reassembly. It wi11 be necessary to take down the rocker box and clean the bearing surface as this 
is a critical area. 

It is important that all cotter pins be in place properly in place when the rea~sembly is finished. 
During this work clean out oil holes and oil cups. Replace any obviously worn parts during 
assembly. 

The next area of focus is the piping. There are two primary types of piping on an engine; the 
piping that applies to the operation of the boiler and the air piping. ( There is also piping to the 
sanders and bell ringer as well as other miscellaneous piping) Start with the boiler piping. As 
this piping is in contact with water or steam there is the likelihood that corrosion has occurred on 
the interior walls of the pipes. Rather then replace all piping it is prudent to start with a cleaning 
and visual inspection. If you find a pipe with a longitudh1al weld that might be sealing a crack or 
worn area replace that pipe. If you find a pipe that has corroded intemal1y at the threaded ends 
replace that pipe. If any of the pipes have been crushed or kinked replace them. The easiest 
method in which to deal with pipe replacement is to check that the old pipe fits well in it'; 
location and if it does take that pipe to a pipe bending shop and have one made just like it. 
Specify schedule 80 black pipe. Never use any galvanized pipe any where on a locomotive. It is 
against the law. 

The pipe that passes the visual inspection shou]d be pressure tested. It is appropriate to test the 
pipe to twice the working pressure of the boiler. Test the pipe hydrostatically. 

There may be copper pipes on your engine. Typically the steam Jines to the injectors are copper 
but not a1ways. Besides the above inspection details these copper pipes will require annealing. If 
the 1ube lines to the cylinders are copper, clean the inside well before annealing a.~ any residual 
oil in the line will carborize and this will in turn pass into the cylinders during operation. 
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The other piping, the air system, is not as critical as that piping which carries steam be it is 
important to inspect the piping carefuJly. Also the receivers will need to be inspected and tested. 
It is standard procedure to hydrostatically test the air receivers to 150% of their working pressure 
and to pound on the tanks with a two-pound ball peen hammer (the peen end) on a two inch grid 
with the intention of cru.~hing or otherwise damaging the tank. Although this is a crude method 
and not subject to unifonnity it has been used for years by the rail roads for years. (The actual 

· text of the rule makes note that the weight of the hammer is to be increased in weight in 
increments based on the thickness of the tank over some thickness in 16ths of an inch. Ignore this 
for all practical purposes.) The bottom of the tank is the area that is most susceptible to corrosion 
as that is where condensation will colJect. Jf there is any doubt in your mind as to the integrity of 
the tank then resort to the ultra.~nic thickness test. Stencil the tank with the test date and 
pressure upon completion ofinspection. I believe that in California air tanks are controlled by the 
same laws that boilers are and require state certification. It would be prudent to look into this 
matter. 

At the time of assembly it will be necessary to lap in all ground joints. Assemble both ends of the 
piping no more then hand tight and when the pipe is comfortably in place tighten both ends well. 
It is often of benefit to apply a thin coat of oil and graphite to the mating surf aces and thread~ of 
couplings as this allows the joint to find it's final location more easily. The compound is not a 
joint sealing compound though and if the joint leaks in service it may be necessary to reposition 
or re-bend the pipe. 

Care should be taken with pipe fitting and application of pipes as a leak can be a nuisance as well 
as a danger. Care must be taken in assessment of the existing piping and it is far better to replace 
a marginal pipe than re-use il 

Before the final assembly of the piping h will be necessary to apply lagging and jacketing as wen 
as the cab, running boards, air pump. domes, and sundry. These components require cosmetic 
attention and arc well within your capacity to evaluate. 

The engine brakes will require cleaning and perhaps new cups. The levers and thcfr bearing 
surfaces need to be inspected and cleaned. Check the linkage for cracks and defects. The brake 
shoes may need to be replaced and are available from several sources. It is important that the 
shoes hang true to the tread of the drivers. 

The tender can be considered in several stages. That is the trucks. the brake system. the frame, 
the w~r tank, the oil tank, and the appliances. 

Clean and inspect the trucks. Clean out the journal boxes and repack. It would be prudent to pull 
the brasse.~ and ensure that there is a good babbitt surface intact on the brass. Inspect the trucks 
for defects and repair as necessary. Inspect the brake rigging and apply new shoes as needed. 
Take down the triple valve and clean it. This is something that you can do in house. Inspect the 
receiver and hydro. 

Clean. inspect, repair as indicated and paint the frame. Inspect the grab irons and draft gear.

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Cut a hole in the bottom of the water tank of an appropriate size. The size is dependent on 
whether or not you wish to use it for egress and ingress. It may be prudent to cut more then one 
hole. The function of the hole is to allow for the removal of rust and dirt removed from the 
interior. Accordingly scale the inside <>r sandblast if necessary. Contact the appropriate agency 
regarding the issue of confined space and follow their recommendations. OSHA has no sense of 
humor in regards to violation of confined space regulations. 

The holes in the tank can be sealed in number of ways depending upon the degree of localized 
corrosion. Replacement of the sheets is a suitable method for large areas of damage wherea.~ 
sealing individual hoJes works well for scattered point defects. Another method is to Apply 
patches to the inside and weld in place. This is not as desin1ble a method as you would want 
because corrosion can occur between the sheets, however it can be a short term stop gap method. 

Oil tanks do not normally corrode from the inside due to the oil residue therein. Inspect the tank 
and piping to the fuel system. It is very important that there be no opportunity for oil to leak out 
during operation or storage as this wi11 represent a hazardous material spill which can be costly. 

Repair the appurtenances as necessary. The issue of safety is paramount both on the tender as 
wen as on the engine. 

This is an over view of what you will wish to do to your engine. It can be accomplished in stages. 
Jf there is an area of clarification or if I have over looked anything you wish to have discu.~sed 
please inquire and I will provide same at no additional cost. You have what will be a fine 
locomotive and an excellent representation railroading in the early part of the century.

The attached items include an outline of action items, letters 
to government agencies, insurance quotes, response to L.A. Times 
article, and funding plans discussed at the Mogul 1629 Restoration 
Committee meeting on 1/20/97 attended by L. Bedding, T. Frew, N. 
Harris, C. Rock, G. Rollins, L. Weste, and L. Worden. 

Chris Dewitt, head of the Nevada State Railroad Museum 
Restoration Shop, has inspected 1629 and will submit a full r,eport 
within two weeks. His report will include an itemized list of 
tasks and estimated labor hours to complete each. However his 
report will not include the boiler work. The exact work needed on 
the boiler depends upon the requirements of the inspector that will 
certify it. · 

Hartford Insurance Co. provides an inspector for policy 
holders whose certification is accepted by Cal-OSHA. We have a 
quote from Hartford for $553 for the premium including inspections . 
We need to order this policy in order to complete the restoration 
plan and cost estimate. 

Metrolink has sent a written response indicating that it will 
be possible for our locomotive to run on their line providing we 
meet their equipment standards and provide liability insurance. 
The County is working on their plans now for Hart Park and will 
provide a written response soon. The air pollution agencies have 
said on the phone that there are currently no state permits needed 
and the SCAQMD only permits stationary sources. A written response 
is expected soon from SCAQMD. 

A number of funding sources are available to provide funding 
for both restoration of Heritage Junction and the railroad. A 
grant writer has made suggestions for a plan to apply for funds 
from these sources. Union Pacific Railroad has taken over Southern 
Pacific and is apparently much more likely to donate track and 
surplus equipment to a non-profit organization than to scrap it 
out. 

In conclusion the government agencies have been contacted, the 
restoration plan report from Chris Dewitt is expected by 2/15/97, 
and a means for obtaining a clear estimate for the boiler work is 
available. It is recommended that the Hartford boiler insurance 
policy be ordered so that their inspector can come itemize what 
will be required to certify the boiler.

We have received the attached letters from Mr. Norman Harris requesting an extension of the 
railroad tracks at William S. Hart Park. As you can see in our attached reply to Mr. Harris, we 
believe this request should be made by the President of the Santa Clarita Valley Historical Society 
on behalf of the Society's Board of Directors. 

We cannot grant permission to extend the tracks nor to operate the Mogul 1629 Locomotive 
beyond the boundary granted by Operating Agreement #36711, as amended by the Board of 
Supervisors on June 23, 1992. The extension of this track and the operation of the Mogul 1629 
Locomotive is not compatible with the passive campgrounds and represents extensive liability 
exposure to the County. The campground area is sited among a grove of hundreds of trees, 
including several large oaks. Extending this track would negatively impact the viewshed, the 
ecological benefits and the current and future recreational experiences of this facility. 

While there are a myriad of other factors which render this request infeasible, for us, the 
incompatibility and liability issues are insurmountable. There simply is not enough space along the 
road and in the campground area for the train to co-exist with a large number of recreational uses. 
In addition, the size of the train is out-of-scale with the area. While we have not completed the 
Hart Park Master Plan, preliminary study indicates that a train of this size in not in the future of 
William S. Hart Park. 

You should be aware that erosion has occurred along the fenceline near the flood control channel. 
Railroad tracks could not be constructed here without a major capital outlay for soil recompaction 
and slope stabilization similar to that found on the Metrolink side of the channel. In addition, the 
existing road will not accommodate the tracks without realignment. 

The Department has no plans to realign or pave the park road. We have a very limited budget and 
cannot allocate funds for soil recompaction and/or slope stabilization. In addition, the Operating 
Agreement between the Historical Society and the County requires the Historical Society to fund 
all of their own improvements. This would include the cost of soil recompaction and slope 
stabilization as well as all environmental documents and permits, etc.

We have discussed the feasibility of Mogul 1629 using Metrolink's tracks with Mr. Francisco 
Oaxaca of Metrolink. He indicated that Metrolink has significant concerns regarding this 
proposal, and that it is extremely unlikely that such a proposal would ever be approved. 

Given Metrolink's negative position regarding using their tracks and connecting to those at Hart 
Park as well as the incompatibility and liability concerns of this Department, we can see no 
purpose in extending these railroad tracks. 

We are concerned that the County's position on the track extension may have been misrepresented 
in fundraising efforts for this project. We apologize for any inconvenience the delay in our reply 
may have caused your organization. We are confident that the Historical Society's Board will 
properly convey our position in the future.

1. Bailer was inspected by CAL-OSHA on 4/29/97. (Hartford 
Insurance Co. would not inspect it because Dixon is now using the 
State inspectors). 

John Millet measured metal thicknesss on the front flue 
sheet. He wi 11 perform calculations to determine the effect on 
allowable boiler pressure with existing flue sheet. 

He said that we can use a flat sheet and weld it in 
instead of flanging and riviting. [This will save us $6,000 on the 
cost to replace both flue sheets. We can now complete the boiler 
repairs and have it certified well within our existing funds.] 

2. Chris Dewitt's (Nevada State RR Museum) restoration plan was 
converted from a narrative report to an outline form by committee 
member John Thompson. Chris told me today that he will finish 
making estimates of the labor hours and materials costs for each 
task this week. We can then complete our restoration plan and 
total cost estimate. 

3. Chris said that their museum has 3 or 4 - 72' long passenger 
cars of the Harriman type in Las Vegas. They have friction 
bearings and their interiors have been stripped. There would be no 
charge but we would have to move them. 

4. Track engineering plan. Several engineers have been contacted 
but none hired yet. Requested recommendation from Don Hale. 
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Vision for the event 

I would like to set a period as a theme and try to tie in other activities to the time. I 
suggest the 1890s. Most of our buildings would be built by then, and enough people would have 
been living in the area to support the idea of a community party in the summer. Costumes for the 
period would be made or assembled and we would aim for a feeling of a community party. 
Costumes would add a feeling of"being there" and would also give an idea of the sort of town 
Newhall was at that time. A s~g along might be a consideration, with period songs, or older 
favorites featured. The words to the songs might be made available to encourage participation. 
Such an event might eventually harbor more community involvement and make Heritage Junction 
Park a natural place to come and enjoy, especially if we began a program of small, regular 
activities within our normal operating hours. Suggestions might include a crafts day of the month, 
a genealogy day, film screenings, oral history days and demonstrations on our history. Topics that 
might inspire interest might be historical fashions and their construction, dollmaking, the use of 
period firearms or farm impliments. We might work up a schedule of afternoon special open 
workshops for a couple of months following the event to happen on alternate Saturdays. 

This event would not be designed as a fundraiser for this year. We would have to enter 
the event with the understanding that it was an experiment in a new kind of event. Little 
investment would be made for this year, but an assessment after completion of the event would 
evaluate and adjust our plans for another year. If sales for the antique dealers was promising, the 
fees for same could be raised. The Society itself could arrange the sale of some unnecessary items 
for its benefit. A used book sale could be another activity, if someone volunteered to coordinate 
it. 

I would suggest that sale of foods would be kept to foods that are either prepared in 
advance, or easily prepared on site. A fruit cart, decorated appropriately, set up in the shade 
would be an addition to the ambiance.

BY-LAWS 

ARTICLE I - NAME AND PURPOSES 

Section 1 . Name 
The name of the corporation, incorporated under the laws of California, December 12, 

1975, incorporation file number 759822 shall be: 

SANT A CLARITA VALLEY HISTORICAL SOCIETY 

Section 2. Purposes 
The purposes of the Society are to stimulate public interest in the history of the Santa 

Clarita Valley and surrounding areas, to collect and preserve the facts and artifacts pertinent 
thereto, and to engage in other activities related to that history, or as otherwise set forth in the 
Articles. 

ARTICLE II - BOARD OF DIRECTORS 

Section 1 . Authority and Responsibility 
(A) The Board acts to govern the Society on behalf of the general membership. Subject 

to the provisions of the California Nonprofit Public Benefit Corporation Law and any other 
applicable laws, and subject to any limitations of the articles of incorporation or these By-Laws 
regarding actions that require approval of the members, the corporation's activities and affairs shall 
be managed, and all corporate powers shall be exercised, by or under the direction of the Board. 
The Board is responsible for establishing policies necessary to achieve the purposes of the Society. 
Among its specific duties are: 

1. Establish policies for the management of the Society. 
2. Approve the nomination by the President of committee functions and 

chair. 
3. Review and act upon the recommendations of the Executive and other 

committees. 
4. Be responsible for the collection, custody and expenditure of funds. 
5. Provide prudent cash reserve. 
6. Provide for an annual review and/or audit of the Society's books. 
7. Elect Directors to fill vacancies on the Board between regular elections. 
8. Provide all members with an annual report and financial statement. 
9. Implement these By-Laws with standing orders as appropriate, to be duly 

recorded as they are approved. 

(8) Without prejudice to the general powers set forth above, but subject to the same 
limitations, the Directors shall have the power to: 

1. Appoint and remove, at the pleasure of the Board, all the corporation's 
officers, agents, and employees; prescribe powers and duties for them that are consistent with law, 
with the Articles of Incorporation, and with these By-Laws; and fix their compensation (if any) and 
require from them security for faithful performance of their duties. 

2. Change the principal office or the principal business office in California 
from one location to another; cause the corporation to be qualified to conduct its activities in any 
other state, territory, dependency, or country and conduct its activities within and outside 
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California; and designate any place within or outside California for holding any meeting of 
members. 

3. Adopt and use a corporate seal; prescribe the forms of membership 
certificates; and alter the forms of the seal and certificates. 

4. Borrow money and incur indebtedness on behalf of the corporation and 
cause to be executed and delivered for the corporation's purposes, in the corporate name, 
promissory notes, bonds, debentures, deeds of trust, mortgages, pledges, hypothecations, and other 
evidences of debt and securities. 

Section 2. Number of Directors 
The Board of Directors shall consist of 20 elected members, all of whom shall be members 

of the Society. The immediate past president shall serve ex-officio as a member of the Board. If 
that person is not otherwise a director, the Board will be increased to 21 members. 

Section 3. Term of Directors 
A. The term of each Director shall be two years, beginning at the time of the annual 

general membership meeting, at which time ten will be elected each year. 

B. The immediate past president shall be an ex-officio member of the Board for one 
year following his/her term. 

C. Each director shall be limited to three consecutive two-year terms. Following such 
six years of service, a former director will be eligible again for election after a year's leave of 
absence, except for the immediate past president who may serve a seventh (7th) year as ex-officio 
member of the Board before taking one year's leave of absence. 

Section 4. Nomination and Election of Directors 
A. The Nominating Committee shall prepare a slate of names equal to the number of 

vacancies on the Board, and will present the slate at the November membership meeting. At that 
time other nominations may be made from the floor, or received in writing, with each nomination 
from the floor or in writing signed by five sponsors. The nomination must include a biographical 
sketch, and the written permission of the nominee. 

B. The members will be notified of the names in nomination not later than 30 days 
prior to the annual membership meeting. 

C. If, at the annual meeting, the number of candidates equals the number of vacancies 
to be filled, they shall be elected by resolution of the members present. If there are more 
candidates than vacancies, election will be by secret ballot. 

D. There will be no cumulative or proxy voting; those candidates receiving the largest 
number of votes will be declared elected. 

E. If vacancies occur during the year for any reason, the president shall consult with 
the Nominating Committee for recommendations and such vacancies on the Board will be filled by 
a majority vote of those Board members present at a Board meeting. A director so elected shall fill 
the unexpired term of his predecessor. 

Section 5. Termination of Directors 
A Director who fails to attend three consecutive regular meetings of the Board without 

good and sufficient cause shall be removed from the Board. After three such absences, the 
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Executive Committee shall examine the reason for the absences, and if it can find no good cause, 
the Board of Directors shall declare the position vacant, and notify the person. Additionally, all 
Board members shall be required to provide at least five hours a month of volunteer time in support 
of the goals and activities of the Society. A Director who fails to satisfy the required volunteer time 
for two or months in any six month period shall forfeit his/her position on the Board. 

Section 6. Meetings of the Board 
A. At least nine regular meetings of the Board shall be held each year. The Board will 

decide on a suitable day and time, and the secretary, or someone designated by the secretary, will 
notify each Board member of the time and place. 

B. · Special meetings may be called by the president, the executive committee, or two 
members of the Board. Notice of the time, place and purpose of each special meeting shall be 
given to each Director at least 4 days in advance by first class mail, or three days in advance if 
delivered personally or by telephone, telegraph or fax. No business shall be transacted at any 
special meeting except that for which the meeting has been called. 

C. A quorum for conducting business is eleven members. 

Section 7. Vacancies on Board 
A vacancy or vacancies on the Board shall exist on the occurrence any of the following: (a) 

the death or resignation of any Director; (b) the declaration by resolution of the Board of a vacancy 
in the office of a Director who has been declared of unsound mind by an order of the court, 
convicted of a felony, or found by final order or judgment of any court to have breached a duty 
under Article 3 of Chapter 2 of the California Nonprofit Public Benefit Corporation Law; (c) the 
vote of the members to remove any Director; ( d) the failure by any Director to adhere to Section 
5, Article II of these By-Laws. 

ARTICLE Ill. - OFFICERS 

Section 1 . List of Officers 
The officers of the Society shall be a president, one or more vice presidents, a secretary, 

one or more corresponding secretaries, and a treasurer. All officers shall be elected from the 
elected members of the Board of Directors, will serve as an officer for a term of one (1) year, and 
may be reelected. 

Section 2. Election of officers 
All officers shall be elected by the members of the Board annually at the first Board 

meeting following the annual membership meeting. They will he elected by a vote of the majority 
of Directors present. The newly elected officers will assume the responsibilities of their office at the 
close of the meeting at which they are elected. All officers, including the president, serve at the 
pleasure of the Board and may be removed by the Board, with or without cause. Any officer who 
is no longer a member of the Board for any reason may no longer serve as an officer. 

Section 3. Filling Vacancies 
Vacancies in officer positions may be filled at any meeting of the Board. 

Section 4. Duties of the Officers 
A. President: The President shall be the chief administrative officer of the Society and 

shall preside at all meetings of the Society and Board of Directors; shall be responsible for seeing 
that the lines of direction given by the Society and the actions of the Board are carried into effect

and for reporting to the membership and. the Board on the conduct and management of the affairs 
of the Society; shall be ex-officio a member of all committees established by the Board, except the 
Nominating Committee; and shall have such powers and perform such other duties as may be 
assigned by the Board of Directors. 

B. Vice President: A vice president shall assume the duties of the president in the 
event of absence, incapacity, or resignation of the president. If the Directors select more than one 
vice president, each shall be designated first, second, etc., and assume the presidency, when 
required, in that order. 

C. Secretary: The secretary shall be responsible for the records of the Society and 
shall be custodian of its corporate seal, shall keep the minutes of the Society and of the Board of 
Directors, shall be responsible for maintaining a list off members, and shall maintain the minutes 
book, which shall contain a history, as well as, current copies of the By-Laws and standing orders, 
adding to them as they are enacted or revised by the Board. The secretary may appoint assistants as 
required. 

D. Corresponding Secretary: A corresponding secretary shall attend to all 
correspondence and report on communications to the Board; will perform the functions of the 
secretary in the absence of the secretary unless another person is designated by the Directors, and 
may appoint assistants as needed. 

E. Treasurer: The Treasurer shall furnish, prepare, and keep a full set off books of 
accounts, showing every detail of the business and the Society's accounts, and all receipts and 
disbursements of every nature, the amount of cash on hand, and the amount of money owed by 
the Society or owing to it, oversee preparation of the annual budget, and such other information as 
may be required by the Directors or by law, and be responsible for filing required Federal, State, 
and County reports. 

ARTICLE IV - OTHER ADMINISTRATIVE PERSONNEL 

Section 1 . Curator 
The Board of Directors shall appoint a curator, who shall be responsible for the custody, 

storage, display and cataloging of the Society's historical papers, photographs, and artifacts. A 
volunteer curator may or may not be an elected member of the Board of Directors, but should be a 
member of the Society. If, in the judgment of the Board, a paid curator is required, then the 
selection and salary of such curator shall be the responsibility of the Board of Directors. 

Section 2. Executive Director 
The Board, at its discretion may recruit and hire an executive director at such time as the 

Board feels it is necessary. The terns and conditions of employment and the assignment of duties 
shall be determined by the Board. The executive director shall be directly responsible to the Board 
of Directors. 

ARTICLE V - COMMITTEES 

Section 1. Standing Committees 
A. Standing committees shall be an executive committee and a nominating committee, 

and such other standing committees as the Board shall determine. All such committees serve at the 
pleasure of the Board. 
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1 . Executive Committee 
The Executive Committee shall be composed of the elected officers of the Board. 

This body shall engage in planning for the Society, make recommendations to the Board and have 
power to act for the Board in an emergency, shall be authorized to spend Society funds in an 
emergency that threatens life, limb or property, consummate the business transactions planned by 
the Board, and such other areas as may be delegated by the Board. All actions taken by the 
Executive Committee must be reported at the next regular meeting of the Board. 

2. Nominating Committee 
The Nominating Committee shall be composed of a chair nominated by the 

president and approved by the Board, and four members elected at the April meeting of the general 
membership. Including the chair, no more than three (3) members of the committee may be 
current Board members. None of the Nominating Committee members may be Directors eligible 
for immediate re-election. The Nominating Committee shall prepare a slate of candidates for the 
Board of Directors as provided In Article II, Section 4. It should also be consulted from time to 
time by the president for recommendations for committee chair or other appointments. The 
committee shall keep a file of members available for such service. 

Section 2. Other Committees 
A. The president in consultation with the Board may designate such other committees 

as may be needed. The president shall nominate the chair of each committee for approval of the 
Board. Committee chairs shall in turn appoint committee members. 

ARTICLE. VI - MEMBERS &: DUES 

Section 1 . Membership 
A. Any person interested in the purposes of the Society who applies for membership 

and tenders the necessary dues shall thereby become a member. 

B. There is no limitation on the number of members in the Society. 

C. Memberships of various categories, such as regular, sustaining, junior, etc., may be 
established by the Board of Directors, who will also fix dues for each category. 

D. VOTING MEMBERSHIPS Regular Members shall be defined as dues-paying 
members eighteen ( 18) years of age or older (Individual, Family, Sponsor, Patron, and Benefactor) 
and other membership classifications, designated by the Board of. Directors, except Honorary. 

Membership fees and privileges afforded to various memberships shall be determined by the 
Board of Directors. Each membership, whether individually or jointly held, shall be considered one 
( 1 ) general member and entitled to one ( 1 ) vote. Do we want to allow family, sponsor, patron, 
and/or benefactor members to have more than one vote? 

E. The Board of Directors shall have power to bestow honorary membership in the 
Society on such persons of prominence or note as may be suitable. Such members shall enjoy 
privileges and benefits as determined by the Board of Directors, except that they shall not vote or 
hold office. 

Section 2. Dues 
Annual dues, as fixed by the Board of Directors, are payable in advance for the calendar 

year. Dues paid on or after October 1 are credited to the following year; those paid before 
October 1 will expire with the current year. Members whose current dues are not paid before the 
annual membership meeting in January will be dropped from the rolls and will not be eligible to 
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vote on the election of the Board of Directors held at that time or to exercise any other of the rights 
and privileges of membership. 

Section 3. Meetings 
A. Annual Membership Meeting 
An annual meeting of the regular members of this Society shall be held in the Santa Clarita 

Valley, County of Los Angeles, State of California, on the third Wednesday in January of each year. 
No change of the time or place for an annual meeting of regular members of this Society 

shall be made within thirty (30) days prior to the date set for the annual meeting, except in case of 
emergency or act of God, in which case the meeting shall be held at the time on the nearest 
convenient Wednesday. 

At each annual meeting ten Board members, plus persons to fill such other existing 
vacancies, shall be elected to the Board of Directors, and such other business shall be transacted as 
seems desirable. 

Providing notice has been duly given, a quorum for the purpose of conducting business at 
the annual meeting shall consist of those members present and voting. 

B. Other Regular Meetings 
There may be monthly meetings of all members of this Society, regular or otherwise, at 

which any action may be taken as members or Directors desire, except, however, no election of 
Directors of this Society shall occur at such meetings. There shall be, at a minimum, a membership 
meeting every quarter. 

C. Special Meetings 
Special meetings of the voting members of this Society may be called for any lawful 

purpose by the president, the Board, or 1 0 regular members, and may be held at such reasonable 
time and place as the Board of Directors may determine. 

D. Notice of Meetings 
Notice of regular meetings of this Society will be given in the Newsletter or other mailing to 

all members. Notice of annual or special meetings shall given to each regular member not less than 
thirty (30) days prior to the date of the holding of such meeting, whether annual or special. 

Section 4. Non-Liability of Members 
No member of this Society shall be personally or otherwise liable for any of the debts, 

liabilities, and/ or obligations of this Society. 

Section 5. Termination and Suspension of Membership 
A. Causes of Termination 
A membership shall terminate on occurrence of any of the following events: 

( 1) Resignation of the member, on reasonable notice to the corporation; 
(2) Expiration of the period of membership, unless the membership is renewed 

on the renewal terms fixed by the Board; 
(3) Occurrence of any event that renders the member ineligible for 

membership, or failure to satisfy membership qualifications; 
(4) Failure of the member to pay dues, fees, or assessments as set by the 

Board after they become due and payable; 
(5) Expulsion of the member under Section S(C) of Article VI of these By-

laws based on the good faith determination by the Board, or a Committee authorized by the Board 
to make such a determination, that the member has failed in a material and serious degree to 
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observe the rules of conduct of the corporation, or has engaged in conduct materially and seriously 
prejudicial to the purposes and interests of the corporation. 

B. Suspension of Membership 
A member may be suspended, under Section 5(C) of Article VI of these By-Laws, based 

on the good faith determination by the Board, or a committee authorized by the Board to make 
such a determination, that the member has failed in a material and serious degree to observe the 
corporation's rules of conduct, or has engaged in conduct materially and seriously prejudicial to the 
purposes and interests of the corporation. A person whose membership is suspended shall not be a 
member during the period of suspension. 

C. Procedure for Expulsion or Suspension 
If grounds appear to exist for expulsion or suspension of a member Sections 5(A) and 5(8) 

of Article VI of these By-Laws, the procedure set forth below shall be followed: 
( 1 ) The member shall be given 15 days' prior notice of the proposed expulsion or 

suspension and the reasons for the proposed expulsion or suspension. Notice shall be given as 
provided in these By-Laws. 

(2) The member shall be given an opportunity to be heard, either orally or in writing, 
at least five days before the effective date of the proposed expulsion or suspension. The hearing 
shall be held, or the written statement considered, by the Board or by a committee authorized by 
the Board to determine whether or not the expulsion or suspension should take place. 

(3) The Board or committee shall decide whether or not the member should be 
suspended, expelled, or sanctioned in some other way. The decision of the Board or committee 
shall be final. 

( 4) Any action challenging an expulsion, suspension, or termination of membership, 
including a claim under defective notice, must be commenced within one year after the date of the 
expulsion, suspension, or termination. 

ARTICLE VII M FINANCE 

Section 1. Fiscal Year 
The fiscal year of this Society shall be July 1, to June 30. 

Section 2. Checks, Drafts, Notes 
The president, the treasurer, and two other officers shall be designated signatories for 

checks, drafts, or other orders for payment. Any such check or document must bear the signature 
of two such officers, one of which must be the president or treasurer. If, for any reason neither of 
the latter is able to sign, then the Board by resolution may designate another officer or officers as 
signatories. 

Section 3. Budget 
The annual budget of estimated income and expenditures shall be presented to the Board of 

Directors for approval at the June Board meeting. No expenses shall be incurred in excess of 
budgetary appropriations without prior approval of the Board of Directors. 

Section 4. Donations 
The Society may accept gifts, legacies, donations and/or contributions, and in any amount 

and any form, from time to time, upon such terms and conditions as may be decided by the Board 
of Directors. 
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Section 5. Endowments 
This corporation may establish an Endowment Fund for accepting gifts in any amount of 

cash or check, or any form of property by gift or by bequest. Property may he converted to cash 
or check, or any form of property by gift or by·bequest. Cash gifts in any amount may be made 
directly to the fund. Cash may be pledged in the amount of $500 or more, but the pledge must 
be met within a 24-month period in order to be recognized for the Fund. All monies given to the 
Fund, including life·memberships and memorial gifts shall remain in Trust or the equivalent. Only 
the earnings from the Fund shall be used for purposes as determined by the Board. 

Section 6. Depositories &: Investments 
The Society shall deposit and/ or invest the funds of the Society in accordance with the 

direction of the Board of Directors. All funds invested must be deposited in accounts insured by 
the U. S. Government. 

Section 7. Financial Reports 
A summary report of the financial operation of the Society shall be made at least annually 

to the membership. 

Section 8. Indemnification 
The Board of Directors, in its sole discretion, may determine whether or not to indemnify 

any officer, employee, director, or member of the Society against all or any part of expenses, 
judgments, decrees, fines, penalties or all or any part of amounts paid in settlement in connection 
with defense or any pending or threatened action, suit, or proceeding, criminal or civil, to which 
any of the above named individuals is or may be made party of by reason of being or having been 
such officer, employee, Director or member. The extent and amount of indemnification shall be in 
the sole discretion of the Board. 

Section 9. Dissolution 
The properties and assets of the Society are irrevocably dedicated to charitable purposes. 

In the event of dissolution of the Society, assets remaining after the discharge of all liabilities shall be 
put in trust for the benefit of a non-profit organization as directed by the Board of Directors. 

ARTICLE VIII - MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 

Section 1 . Corporate Seal 
The corporate seal of the Society shall be in such form as the Board of Directors shall 

determine and shall contain the name of the Society, the date and state of its creation and such 
other matters as the Board of Directors may determine. Said Seal may be used by causing it or a 
facsimile thereof to be impressed, affixed, reproduced, or otherwise. 

Section 2. Principal Office 
The principal office shall be established and maintained in the Santa Clarita Valley, county 

of Los Angeles, State of California. 

Section 3. Other offices 
Other offices of the Society may be established at such places as the Board of Directors 

may, from time to time, designate or the business of the Society may require. 

Section 4. Notice and Waiver of Notice 
Whenever any notice of meeting or otherwise is required by these By-Laws to be given, 

personal notice is not meant unless expressly so stated; and any notice so required shall be deemed 
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to be sufficient by depositing the same in the U. S. Postal Service, postpaid, addressed to the person 
entitled thereto at his last known post office address, and such notice shall be deemed to have been 
given on the day of such mailing. Any notice required to be given under these By-Laws may be 
waived by the person entitled thereto. Members not entitled to vote shall·not be entitled to receive 
notice on any meetings except as otherwise provided by statute. 

Section 5. Parliamentary Authority 
«Robert's Rules of Order - Newly Revised" shall be used as authority in the conduct of all 

meetings of the organization, except when in conflict with the specific provisions in these By-Laws or 
standing orders. 

Section 6. Creation of Debt 
No member may place the corporation in debt without the express, written authorization 

of the Board of Directors. No officer or Board member may place the corporation in debt in excess 
of $1 00 without the express, written authorization of the Board. No committee of the Board or of 
the corporation may place the corporation in debt in excess of $1 00 without the express, written 
authorization of the Board. 

Section 7. Insurance 
The corporation shall have the right to purchase and maintain insurance to the full extent 

permitted by law on behalf of its officers, directors, employees, and other agents, against any 
liability asserted against or incurred by any officer, director, employee, or agent in such capacity or 
arising out of the officer's, director's, employee's, or agent's status as such. 

ARTICLE IX -AMENDMENTS 

These By-Laws may be amended at any regular meeting of the Society by a majority vote, 
provided that the amendment has been submitted in writingattheprevioas regular meeting; or by 
a majority vote of the Directors at a regularly scheduled Board meeting, provided that the proposed 
amendment(s) have been mailed to Directors at least 15 days prior to the meeting or read at two 
(2) previous meetings. 

RECORD OF AMENDMENTS 

The By-Laws of the Santa Clarita Valley Historical Society were originally approved in 
December, 1975, and amended effective January 1, 1981. The dates of any subsequent 
amendments were lost in the Piru Mansion fire in February 1981. 

These By-Laws were revised by the Board of Directors on September 25, 1989. 
This document reflects the most recent amendments, accepted by the Board of Directors 

on September 23, 1991 .

Minutes of the "Master Plan" Committee Meeting 
of the Santa Clarita Valley Historical Society 

ofNovember 11, 1997 

Attendees: John Mann, chair; Tom Frew; Leon Worden; Carol Rock; Paul Kreutzer; Pat 
Saletore; Pam Helvey. The meeting was called to order at 7: 10 PM at the Freight Room of the 
Saugus Train Station. 

John asked: Do we need a Master Plan? 

Carol responded that we did for continuity with the changing character of the board. Paul asked 
what the charter of the committee was. He pointed out that John had started one 5 years ago for 
long range planning, but that it never produced a master plan. John noted that our master plan 
needed review, but asked what the plan should include. 

Paul felt that each committee in the Historical Society should have a charter. This committee, he 
felt should oversee the interaction of Restoration Committee and other committees to enhance 
cooperation. He noted that the Restoration Committee had the responsibility to prepare the 
master plan, develop resources to do the restorations and to have all projects cleared by the board 
of directors. He didn't feel that it should be the scope of this committee to direct the use of the 
houses. Instead, he felt that it should be concerned with our place in the community and the 
overall management of the operations of the society. 

John commented that this committee should have a mission statement. Many of the committee 
members felt that the Society's mission statement was sufficient 

The vision of the Board of Directors is to use our heritage to achieve community pride and to make the 
Historical Society a focal point to tmify the Santa Clarita Valley. This will be achieved through sound 
planning, utilizing the resources of all its members and the community at large. 

It was agreed that the status of this committee was only advisory and that it had no intrinsic 
power. It was further acknowledged that this committee could not deal in specifics. 

Paul stated that one example of what this committee should do, would be to foster cooperation 
with William S. Hart Park. Everyone concurred. 
Tom urged the committee to update the master plan to be more user friendly. He also 
commented that we should plan for the buildings to be used for the generation of income and 
other activities aside from simple display. There was some resistance to the idea that we should 
focus on fundraising, as that would be a ways and means issue. This committee should facilitate 
communication between the Restoration and Ways and Means Committees and not direct either. 
It was pointed out that we don't have a Ways and Means Committee at present. Tom pointed out 
that we must be self supporting and that meant fundraising of some kind. Pam asked why a 
simply restored house would inhibit fundraising. Tom said that it didn't. It didn't, however plan 
for other uses, which could enhance our opportunities. 

John injected that the Restoration Committee was something different and separate from the 
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Master Plan Committee. He suggested that this committee should be concerned with the long 
range plan for 10 years ahead. 

The charge of this committee was therefore designed to be: 

To create a long range plan for the management and development of the Santa 
Clarita Historical Society. 

This plan was to focus on the areas of: Community Relations, Ways and Means, Restoration, 
Preservation and Activities. For each of those concepts, a committee should exist and the Master 
Plan Committee should facilitate their interaction. It should also develop new ideas for 
recommendation to the Board of Directors. 

The members decided that, to diminish confusion, the name of this cdmmittee would be changed 
from Master Plan Committee to Long Range Planning Committee. With the new charge in mind, 
members were directed to consider restructuring the Santa Clarita Valley Historical Society's 
Organization Chart to make it more effective. 

The next meeting was decided to be scheduled in January, with the date to be announced. The 
meeting adjourned at 8: 15

At the request of Mr. Vanatta, please accept this letter as our response to the 

comments contained in the letter to you dated October 21, 1997 from Mr. Tom Frew of 
the Santa Clarita Valley Historical Society ("S.C.V.H.S."). 

Background 
As the developers for the former Harry Carey ranch, it has always been our 

intention to preserve for future generations the unique history as exhibited iq the adobe _ 
Ranch house and surrounding buildings and grounds (the "District"). Since first being 

. I 

contacted in 1992 by the late Jerry Reynolds, a recognized expert on the history of the 
Santa Clarita Valley and member of th•e Society, we pursued through State process a plan 
to initially restore and then tum over to a third party foundation the operation and 

'preservation of a museum to showcase the District, the Carey collection, and become a_ 
regional cultural resource for the Valley. . 

Engineering evaluation, submittal to the State Office of Historic 
Preservation("S.H.P.0."), and an approval in concept of the District Plan were no small 

· undertaking. We accomplished such a planning and feasibility study with the cooperation 
of three different Boards of the Society. After structuring a Letter of Intent that went 
through numerous draft revisions, all at the request of the Society, we were both surprised 
and disappointed to learn in July, 1997 that the Society was unable to proceed. (A copy 
of their notice letter is attached). 
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Preserved for generations to come. 

We still believe that S.C.V.H.S.'is the logical party to assume the long term role as 
operator and manager for the District. They have the experience and expertise. We are 

. hopeful that S.C.V.H.S. will ultimately develop a-fund raising program to augment the 
owners initial endowment, and the comfort level necessary to long term commitment for 
operation and funding of the property. In the meantime. the owners are willing to accept. 
as a condition project approval. the obligation to restore and maintain the District until an 1 

operator is identified. Also, should the County wish to become such party, we would 
work toward a program provided the proper financing safeguards and public trust were 
incorporated. 

Our project pro-forma includes a reservation of funds in the amount of $500,000, 
most of which was intended for the endowment of the District after its cooperative 
restoration. It .is true that we had expected 1,500 hours, or $160,000, of volunteer labor 
from the Society to accomplish the restoration before a final fee title transfer to the 
S.C.V.H.S. for the sum value ef $1.00. 

The withdrawal of S.C.V.H.S. has left us with a short term dilemma. S.H.P.O. 
will not process our District preservation plan to the Corps of Engineers for final approval 
until a substitute responsible operator is identified and contractually obligated. Also, we 
cannot proceed with physical improvements or restoration processes until such approval is 
granted. For example, we have one building, scheduled for demolition and salvage, which 
collapsed during a January storm after suffering severe damage from the Northridge 
seismic event Also, techmcally, we cannot proceed to salvage until the cultural part of 
the Tesoro del Valle EIR is certified. Its tough to deliver on best intentions when 
suspended in a long entitlement process and now abandoned by S.C.V.H.S. 

We nevertheless are strong in our resolve to preserve this historic resource and 
will continue the full time caretaker security and normal maintenance of the buildings and 
grounds until a solution is found. Also, the owners continue to use it for family 
recreational and civic and charity event purposes. It is not going to be neglected or 
compromised by the proposed Master Plan Community or its development process. Of 
course, some economies will be forfeited if the site improvements and restoration are not 
completed in concert with the first phase of development.

The Santa Clarita Valley Historical Society would like to thank you and your 
partners for the revisions you have made to your proposal for the Society's 
proposed involvement with the Tesoro del Valle Historical Site Preservation. Also, 
thank you for your hospitality in making the site available for tour by the Board of 
Directors. 

As you requested, the Board has taken a long, hard look at the partnership you 
have proposed. The Board believes that the site needs to be preserved and will do 
whatever it can to make sure that that happens. We also understand your desire to 
partner with someone who is confident that they can live µp to their end of the 
bargain. For that reason, the Santa Clarita Valley Historical Society reluctantly 
must inform you that, based on the most recent proposal, it can not accept the 
agreement. The Board considered the commitment of both volunteer time and 
financial resources and concluded that your proposal is too big of a challenge. We 
do not want to set ourselves up for failure. 

The Society has begun the process of changing how it does business. We realize 
that we must increase our fundraising capabilities and the level of commitment 
from our members to furthering the goals of the Society. We will be hiring 
professional staff to assist us, but this is not an overnight solution. We believe that 
it will take two to four years for us to reach our potential. Unfortunately, that 
does not fit into your timeline. 
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Therefore, the Society must reluctantly tell you that we can not accept your 
proposal. We do appreciate all the time and effort you have put into this. The 
Society would love the chance to work with you and the Cloughtery and Carey 
families in making this a fine museum and working research center, but not under 
the configuration as presently suggested. 

Of course, if things change and you see the possibility of a revised partnership, 
please notify me immediately. Otherwise, we wish you good fortune in your 
venture and trust that whomever you decide to work with will keep the site 
preserved for future generations.
